A As a part of transition to new authorities, the Secretary
of Administration asked the College to clarify the
status of some 15 William and Mary and Virginia
Institute of Marine Science Capital Projects.

AThe Presi dent responded t
and tasked the College Building Official to review and
examine the issues related to building permits and
certificates of use and occupancy; and report findings
to the President, the Board of Visitors, and the State
Director, Division of Engineering and Buildings.



State Building Official Items

(continued)

A A Building Official is required to issue a Building Permit for
construction or demolition of a building and for additions or
alterations to existing buildings. Issuance of a Building Permit
signifies that the construction documents (the design) for a
building are satisfactory, meet the intent of the provisions of the
Virginia Uniform Statewide Building Code, and meet quality,
strength, effectiveness, fire resistance, durability and safety
requirements of the Code.

A A Building Official also issues a Certificate of Occupancy (CO)
Indicating completion of the work for which a Building Permit was
Issued; or theBuilding Official may issue a Temporary Certificate
of Occupancy(TCQO) before the completion of all work provided the
building may be occupied safelwithout endangering life or public
safety. For buildings with a TCO, a CO is issued on final
completion of work.



State Building Official Items

(continued)

In the case of alterations or additions to existing buildings, there is no
requirement for a CO unless the occupancy classification of the building
has changed; i.e., its use has changed. A CO may be issued in any case.

Projects brought to our attention by the Secretary fall into three categories:

1. Those for which the State Building Official issued both the Building
Permit (BP) and the Certificate of Occupancy (CO) or Temporary
Certificate of Occupancy (TCO), or is responsible for occupancy(11
projects).

2. Those for which the State Building Official issued the BP and the
College Building Official issued the CO/TCO (3 projects).

3. Those for which the College Building Official issued the BP and is
responsible for occupancy (1 project).

The Projects are grouped by these categories on the attached. All projects
are properly permitted and have been or are in the process of being
constructed, inspected and occupied.

Inspected by State Building Official
representatives and the State Fire
Marshal in March, 2005; and
occupancy verbally authorized,
although no TCO can be located.
Shortly afterward, the magnet was
energized and research operations
begun. A few weeks later, a State
reviewer added a requirement for 3
additional sprinkler heads in the
vicinity of the magnet. Because the
magnet must be shut down for
installation at a cost of about
$200,000, installation of the 3
added heads is awaiting a
shutdown.
