Office of Graduate Studies and Research that will
allow them to collect data at museums or archives,
conduct research, and travel to field work sites. The
purpose of the support is to enhance the graduate
students’ professional preparation. Not all
applicants will receive funding or full funding;
therefore, students are encouraged to apply for
additional aid or matching funds from other sources
and to indicate this information on their applications.
Such information will be viewed favorably in the
evaluation process. Funding will be limited to direct
research related activities. Eligibility: Any graduate
student actively enrolled in a graduate program of
Arts & Sciences, and who is in good academic
standing may apply. Students who have previously
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received a Graduate Student Research Grant from
the Office of Graduate Studies and Research
(OGSR) are eligible to apply, but applications from
students who have received fewer OGSR Graduate
Student Research Grants recently will be given
higher funding priority. In 2008-09, 41 students
received A&S Graduate Student Research Grants
with an average award of $288. Application
Procedure: There will be three opportunities to
apply in 2009-2010 (one in October, one in February
and one in April). Applications for Fall 2009 must
be received in the Office of Graduate Studies and
Research by 4:00 p.m. on October 9, 2009, and will
cover expenses incurred September 1 through
December 31, 2009. Late applications will not be
accepted. Applications must be signed by the
student’s faculty advisor, and must also include a
signed Institutional Compliance Form. Guidelines
and an application form can be found at:

Important information on W&M health care and insurance
eligibility for 2009-10

Students who want to be eligible for the College’s Student Insurance Plan and for use of the Student Health
Center in 2009-10 should be sure to understand the following information.

(1) Students who were admitted to the College for Fall 2006 or later and who register full-time or with Research
Graduate status will be enrolled in and billed for the College’s Student Insurance Plan unless proof of other
adequate health insurance coverage was provided by submitting a waiver request that was subsequently
approved prior to the July 1, 2009 deadline (extended to September 4, 2009). Students who didn’t request a
waiver because they want to enroll in the Student Insurance Plan should already see a charge for “Student Health
Insurance” on their Student Account; contact Trista Sikes (trsike@wm.edu) immediately if this charge has not
appeared. The waiver request is available on the Insurance page of the Student Health Center website at
http://www.wm.edu/offices/healthcenter/studentinsurance/waiverinfo/index.php. This requirement includes
students who receive a W&M Master’s degree and are then admitted to a W&M PhD program. All F-1 & J-1
International students are automatically enrolled in the Student Insurance Plan.

(2) Students in the above categories who did not complete the waiver by July 1, 2009 (extended to September 4,
2009), will have the Student Insurance coverage billed to their student account in two installments (“Annual in
Installments”). Students should read the points below carefully to determine whether their circumstances require
“Annual” coverage rather than “Annual in Installments” coverage. Students needing “Annual” coverage should
actively enroll by completing the College Enrollment Request form at
http://www.wm.edu/offices/healthcenter/studentinsurance/enrollmentinfo/index.php and selecting “Annual” rather
than “Annual in Installments”.
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(3) Students who register full-time or with Research Graduate status in the Fall 2009 semester and who check the
box for “Annual” coverage (NOT “Annual in Installments”) on the College Enroliment Request form at
http://www.wm.edu/offices/healthcenter/studentinsurance/enrolimentinfo/index.php will continue to be eligible for
the College’s Student Insurance even if they become part-time or continuous enrollment students in the Spring
2010 semester. Note that insured part-time or continuous enrollment students are eligible for pharmacy services
but not medical services at the W&M Student Health Center, whereas insured full-time or Research Graduate
students are eligible for both pharmacy services and medical services at the W&M Student Health Center with
payment of the Student Health Center fee.

(4) Students who register full-time or with Research Graduate status in the Fall 2009 semester and who have the
Student Insurance coverage billed in two installments (“Annual in Installments”) or who check the box for Fall only
coverage on the College Enroliment Request form will NOT be eligible for the College’s Student Insurance in the
Spring 2010 semester if they become part-time or continuous enroliment students. Such students should plan
ahead and enroll for “Annual” coverage (NOT “Annual in Installments”) using the College Enroliment Request
form at http://www.wm.edu/offices/healthcenter/studentinsurance/enrolimentinfo/index.php if they wish to remain
eligible for the College’s Student Insurance in the Spring 2010 semester while they are part-time or continuous
enrollment students. Note that insured part-time or continuous enrollment students are eligible for pharmacy
services but not medical services at the W&M Student Health Center, whereas insured full-time or Research
Graduate students are eligible for both pharmacy services and medical services at the W&M Student Health
Center with payment of the Student Health Center fee.

(5) There is an option for up to six months of “Continuation coverage” at $259/month for students who have been
insured on the College’'s Student Insurance Plan for at least 90 days but who no longer meet the eligibility
requirements, for example: (a) students who are full-time or Research Graduate students in the Fall 2009
semester, check the box for Fall only coverage or “Annual in Installments” coverage (or have their student
account billed in two installments), and then become part-time or continuous enroliment students in the Spring
2010 semester, or (b) students who are full-time or Research Graduate students in the Fall 2009 semester, are
enrolled in the Fall only coverage, and graduate in January 2010. The application and premium payment for
Continuation coverage must be completed directly with the insurance company using a mail-in enrollment form
(no online enrollment available) and cannot be billed to the student account, unlike the premium for the regular
student policy.

(6) Full-time or Research Graduate students who have enrolled in the “Annual” coverage, the “Annual in
Installments” coverage, or the Spring/Summer coverage remain eligible for the College’s Student Insurance Plan
during the summer even if they graduate in May and/or are not registered during the summer. Full-time or
Research Graduate status in the spring semester qualifies students for use of the Student Health Center in the
summer, with payment of the summer Student Health Center fees, unless the student graduates in May. Insured
students who graduate in May are eligible for pharmacy services but not medical services at the W&M Student
Health Center during the summer.

Nicholas Metropolis Award for Outstanding Doctoral Thesis Work in Computational Physics. The purpose
of the award is to recognize doctoral thesis research of outstanding quality and achievement in computational
physics and to encourage effective written and oral presentation of research results. The award consists of
$1,500 and a certificate to be presented at an awards ceremony at the Division of Computational Physics annual
meeting and an additional allowance of up to $500 to travel to the meeting. The recipient will be invited to present
his or her work in an appropriate session of the meeting. Nominations will be accepted for any doctoral student
(present or past) in any country for work performed as part of the requirements for a doctoral degree. Nominees
must pass their thesis defense not more than 18 months before the nomination deadline. For further information
visit http://www.aps.org/programs/honors/dissertation/metropolis.cfm.

International Science and Engineering Visualization Challenge Some of science's most powerful statements
are not made in words. From the diagrams of DaVinci to Rosalind Franklin’s x-rays, visualization of research has
a long and literally illustrious history. To illustrate is to enlighten. The National Science Foundation (NSF) and
Science created the International Science & Engineering Visualization Challenge to celebrate that grand tradition-
-and to encourage its continued growth. The spirit of the competition is for communicating science, engineering
and technology for education and journalistic purposes. Judges appointed by the National Science Foundation
and the journal Science will select winners in each of five categories: photographs, illustrations, informational
graphics, interactive media and non-interactive media. The winners will be published in a special section of the
journal Science and Science Online and on the NSF Web site. One of the winning entries will be on the front
cover of Science. In addition, each winner will receive a free, one-year print and on-line subscription to the journal
Science and a certificate of appreciation. For further information please visit
http://www.nsf.gov/news/special reports/scivis/challenge.jsp.

Gerald R. Ford Foundation Research Travel Grants Program. The Foundation awards grants of up to $2,000
each in support of research in the holdings of the Gerald R. Ford Library. A grant defrays travel, living, and
photocopy expenses of a research trip to the Library. Library collections focus on Federal policies, U.S. foreign
relations, and national politics in the 1960s and 1970s. Awards are made twice yearly. Application deadlines

The Social Science Research Council (SSRC) and the American Council of Learned Societies (ACLS) have
announced the 2009 competition of the International Dissertation Research Fellowship (IDRF) program, designed
to support distinguished graduate students in the humanities and social sciences who are conducting dissertation
research outside the United States. Seventy-five fellowships of approximately $20,000 will be awarded in 2010
with funds provided by the Andrew W. Mellon Foundation. The IDRF program is committed to scholarship that
advances knowledge about non-U.S. cultures and societies grounded in empirical and site-specific research
(involving fieldwork, research in archival or manuscript collections, or quantitative data collection). The program
promotes research that is situated in a specific discipline and geographical region and is engaged with
interdisciplinary and cross-regional perspectives. Applicants must have completed all Ph.D. requirements except
on-site dissertation research by the time the fellowship begins or by December 2010, whichever comes first.
Fellowships will provide support for nine to twelve months of dissertation research. The fellowship must be held
for a single continuous period within the eighteen months between July 2010 and December 2011. Deadline:

It may also be divided between two scholars, who
would each receive $10,000 for the periods between Sept. 1, 2010 to January 15, 2011 or January 15,
2011 to May 31, 2011.
e Available to scholars at all levels, four one-month fellowships, carrying stipends of $2,000 each, are
tenable for a month of research at the Library Company between June 1, 2010 and May 31, 2011.
Deadline for receipt of one-month and dissertation fellowship applications is March 1, 2010.

The National Science Foundation (NSF), Graduate Research Fellowship Program (GRFP). The GRFP
provides three years of support for graduate study leading to research-based master's or doctoral degrees and is
intended for students who are at the early stages of their graduate study. The GRFP invests in graduate
education for a cadre of diverse individuals who demonstrate their potential to successfully complete graduate
degree programs in disciplines relevant to the mission of the NSF. Eligibility: applicants must be U.S. citizens or
nationals, or permanent resident aliens of the U.S.; must meet certain degree requirements (see solicitation);
must meet certain fields of study criterion (see solicitation). Estimated number of awards: 1,600. Anticipated
funding amount: $40,500, per institution, per award, per year.

A&S  GRADUATE STUDENT RESEARCH
GRANTS. A&S Graduate students are encouraged
to apply for support [maximum of $300] from the
Office of Graduate Studies and Research that will
allow them to collect data at museums or archives,
conduct research, and travel to field work sites. The
purpose of the support is to enhance the graduate
students’ professional preparation. Not all
applicants will receive funding or full funding;
therefore, students are encouraged to apply for
additional aid or matching funds from other sources
and to indicate this information on their applications.
Such information will be viewed favorably in the
evaluation process. Funding will be limited to direct
research related activities. Eligibility: Any graduate
student actively enrolled in a graduate program of
Arts & Sciences, and who is in good academic
standing may apply. Students who have previously
received a Graduate Student Research Grant from
the Office of Graduate Studies and Research are
eligible to apply, but applications from students who
have not previously received such a grant will be
given higher funding priority. International travel is
not supported. Application Procedure: There will
be three opportunities to apply in 2009-2010 (one in
October, one in February and one in April).
Applications for Fall 2009 must be received in the
Office of Graduate Studies and Research by 4:00
p.m. on October 9, 2009, and will cover expenses
incurred September 1 through December 31, 2009.

Information Technology or other offices at W&M will
NEVER ask you to send your password, social
security number, account numbers, or other
personal information to them in an e-mail message.
Also, you should never just click a web link in an e-
mail message and type your private information; be
sure you know that the web address is legitimate
first. Every year at W&M, "phishing" e-mail
messages fool students, faculty, and staff into
providing private data, such as a password or
account number, to criminals.

Important information on W&M health care and insurance
eligibility for 2009-10

Students who want to be eligible for the College’s Student Insurance Plan and for use of the Student Health
Center in 2009-10 should be sure to understand the following information.

(1) Students who were admitted to the College for Fall 2006 or later and who register full-time or with Research
Graduate status will be enrolled in and billed for the College’'s Student Insurance Plan unless proof of other
adequate health insurance coverage was provided by submitting a waiver request that was subsequently
approved prior to the July 1, 2009 deadline (extended to September 4, 2009). Students who didn’t request a
waiver because they want to enroll in the Student Insurance Plan should already see a charge for “Student Health
Insurance” on their Student Account; contact Trista Sikes (trsike@wm.edu) immediately if this charge has not
appeared. The waiver request is available on the Insurance page of the Student Health Center website at
http://www.wm.edu/offices/healthcenter/studentinsurance/waiverinfo/index.php. This requirement includes
students who receive a W&M Master’'s degree and are then admitted to a W&M PhD program. All F-1 & J-1
International students are automatically enrolled in the Student Insurance Plan.

(2) Students in the above categories who did not complete the waiver by July 1, 2009 (extended to September 4,
2009), will have the Student Insurance coverage billed to their student account in two installments (“Annual in
Installments”). Students should read the points below carefully to determine whether their circumstances require
“Annual” coverage rather than “Annual in Installments” coverage. Students needing “Annual” coverage should
actively enroll by completing the College Enrollment Request form at
http://www.wm.edu/offices/healthcenter/studentinsurance/enrollmentinfo/index.php and selecting “Annual” rather
than “Annual in Installments”.
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(3) Students who register full-time or with Research Graduate status in the Fall 2009 semester and who check the
box for “Annual” coverage (NOT “Annual in Installments”) on the College Enroliment Request form at
http://www.wm.edu/offices/healthcenter/studentinsurance/enrolimentinfo/index.php will continue to be eligible for
the College’s Student Insurance even if they become part-time or continuous enrollment students in the Spring
2010 semester. Note that insured part-time or continuous enrollment students are eligible for pharmacy services
but not medical services at the W&M Student Health Center, whereas insured full-time or Research Graduate
students are eligible for both pharmacy services and medical services at the W&M Student Health Center with
payment of the Student Health Center fee.

(4) Students who register full-time or with Research Graduate status in the Fall 2009 semester and who have the
Student Insurance coverage billed in two installments (“Annual in Installments”) or who check the box for Fall only
coverage on the College Enroliment Request form will NOT be eligible for the College’s Student Insurance in the
Spring 2010 semester if they become part-time or continuous enroliment students. Such students should plan
ahead and enroll for “Annual” coverage (NOT “Annual in Installments”) using the College Enroliment Request
form at http://www.wm.edu/offices/healthcenter/studentinsurance/enrolimentinfo/index.php if they wish to remain
eligible for the College’s Student Insurance in the Spring 2010 semester while they are part-time or continuous
enrollment students. Note that insured part-time or continuous enrollment students are eligible for pharmacy
services but not medical services at the W&M Student Health Center, whereas insured full-time or Research
Graduate students are eligible for both pharmacy services and medical services at the W&M Student Health
Center with payment of the Student Health Center fee.

(5) There is an option for up to six months of “Continuation coverage” at $259/month for students who have been
insured on the College’'s Student Insurance Plan for at least 90 days but who no longer meet the eligibility
requirements, for example: (a) students who are full-time or Research Graduate students in the Fall 2009
semester, check the box for Fall only coverage or “Annual in Installments” coverage (or have their student
account billed in two installments), and then become part-time or continuous enroliment students in the Spring
2010 semester, or (b) students who are full-time or Research Graduate students in the Fall 2009 semester, are
enrolled in the Fall only coverage, and graduate in January 2010. The application and premium payment for
Continuation coverage must be completed directly with the insurance company using a mail-in enrollment form
(no online enrollment available) and cannot be billed to the student account, unlike the premium for the regular
student policy.

(6) Full-time or Research Graduate students who have enrolled in the “Annual” coverage, the “Annual in
Installments” coverage, or the Spring/Summer coverage remain eligible for the College’s Student Insurance Plan
during the summer even if they graduate in May and/or are not registered during the summer. Full-time or
Research Graduate status in the spring semester qualifies students for use of the Student Health Center in the
summer, with payment of the summer Student Health Center fees, unless the student graduates in May. Insured
students who graduate in May are eligible for pharmacy services but not medical services at the W&M Student
Health Center during the summer.

CAMPUS-WIDE EMERGENCY ALERT SYSTEM
During emergency situations or closings due to
inclement weather, the College uses several
methods to alert the campus. An emergency
notification system, Blackboard Connect, is used to
notify students, faculty and staff via voice, email and
text messages sent over land lines and cell phones.
In addition, an audible alert or siren will sound if an
event poses imminent danger, and the College’s
homepage provides alerts and continuing
information as the emergency develops.

COMPUTER SCIENCE COLLOQUIUM
“COLLABORATIVE ADAPTIVE SENSING OF THE
ATMOSPHERE: CHALLENGES IN END-TO-END
SENSOR NETWORKING” presents Jim Kurose,

020. Professor Kurose is currently Executive
Associate Dean of the College of Natural Sciences
and Distinguished University Professor (and past
chairman) in the Department of Computer Science at
the University of Massachusetts. The CASA project
is an NSF Engineering Research Center
investigating the design and implementation of a
dense network of low-power meteorological radars
whose goal is to collaboratively and adaptively
sense the lowest few kilometers of the earth's
atmosphere. In the first part of this talk we overview
the CASA project, describe its computing and
networking  challenges, and overview the
software/network architecture and implementation of
the CASA testbeds. We also discuss the operation
of CASA’s testbed during the spring tornado season
in Oklahoma. In the second part of this talk, we
focus on networking-related research issues and
discuss our experiences in using user-specified
preferences to drive the optimization of the network's
sensing behavior. Throughout the talk, we’ll
discussion of a number of interesting on-going and
open research issues.

FREE TESTING FOR SEXUALLY TRANSMITTED
INFECTIONS AT STUDENT HEALTH CENTER.

For full-time students who have paid the Student
Health Center fee, the W&M Student Health Center
will not charge to test for Chlamydia, Gonorrhea,
Syphilis, HIV, or the physical doctor's exam to check
for herpes and genital warts. These tests formerly
cost as follows: Chlamydia $18, Gonorrhea $18,
Syphilis $10, HIV $25, a physical exam to rule out
herpes or genital warts $5. Regular full-time
graduate students have already paid the Student
Health Center fee as part of their tuition. During the
academic year, Research Graduate students whose
tuition is paid through the Office of Graduate Studies
and Research also have the Student Health Center
fee paid for them.

For full-time students who have paid the Student
Health Center fee, the W&M Student Health Center
will not charge to test for Chlamydia, Gonorrhea,
Syphilis, HIV, or the physical doctor's exam to check
for herpes and genital warts. These tests formerly
cost as follows: Chlamydia $18, Gonorrhea $18,
Syphilis $10, HIV $25, a physical exam to rule out
herpes or genital warts $5. Regular full-time
graduate students have already paid the Student
Health Center fee as part of their tuition. During the
academic year, Research Graduate students whose
tuition is paid through the Office of Graduate Studies
and Research also have the Student Health Center
fee paid for them. Other Research Graduate
students are responsible for paying the Student
Health Center fee. Continuous enrollment students
and part-time students are not eligible to use the
Student Health Center.
