2012-2013 Scholarship and Fellowship Program

W&M graduate students have been very successful in receiving these research fellowships of $5000.  During the past three years, ten W&M A&S graduate students have received new $5,000 research fellowships and nine W&M A&S grad students have received $5,000 renewals. Students who have applied in previous years but did not receive an award are encouraged to apply again this year.  Students must be U.S. citizens and can be pursuing any field of study with aerospace relevance (STEM fields as well as social science fields). The term "aerospace" is interpreted very broadly, although the application should explain the aerospace relevance of the research. The Virginia Space Grant Consortium (VSGC) is pleased to announce the 2012-2013 Scholarship and Fellowship Program. Each academic year, the VSGC awards approximately $300,000 in scholarships and fellowships to students attending the five VSGC member institutions, including W&M. Graduate Research Fellowships are $5,000 awards (renewable for one year) of add-on graduate support for students enrolled at a Virginia Space Grant university pursuing any field of graduate study in science, technology, engineering or mathematics (STEM) with aerospace relevance (Masters or Doctoral level). GSA Supplemental Conference Travel Funding.  Through a collaborative effort between the Office of Graduate Studies and Research (OGSR) and the GSA, a limited number of $200 awards are available to assist selected Arts & Sciences graduate students who are attending or presenting at a research conference. The OGSR/GSA Conference Funding competitively awards Arts & Sciences graduate students who wish to attend or present at research conferences in their field of study. Conference Funding is financed through the Office of Graduate Studies and Research; however, it is solely administered by the GSA. The goal of Conference Funding is to supplement other funding sources and to help offset the expenses that graduate students accrue advancing their scholarship and knowledge. Since conference experience and attendance are critical for the job market, Conference Funding is designed to encourage graduate student presence at conferences by addressing some of the limitations of other funding sources. FREE LANGUAGE TUTORING for A&S grad students who are preparing to take the foreign language exam in Spanish, French, or German. The OGSR and the Graduate Center have arranged for reading translation refresher workshops to be taught in the early spring of 2012 by language house tutors and by students who are currently serving as tutors at the College. The Directors of Graduate Studies in American Studies, History, and Anthropology recommend these for students who are preparing to take the language exam in these disciplines and need a refresher. Nominations Sought for Awards for Excellence in Undergraduate Mentoring. In the spring of 2009, the A&S Graduate Studies Advisory Board and the A&S Committee on Graduate Studies voted unanimously in support of the Board's concept for initiating and funding these annual awards to A&S graduate students in recognition of outstanding undergraduate mentoring in scholarship and research outside of classroom teaching.  The first four awards of $250 were presented at the 2010 Graduate Research Symposium.  

Unlike the Teaching Assistant awards that are currently offered within some departments/programs, this award recognizes mentoring in the context of undergraduate scholarship and research outside of classroom teaching.  Such mentoring might include, among other examples, graduate students who mentor undergraduates in the context of the undergraduate students' senior theses, honors theses, writing projects, term papers, or research in a laboratory, field site, museum, or archive.  

The 2011-2012 awards will be presented at the 2012 Graduate Research Symposium's awards luncheon on March 24, 2012, drawing more undergraduate students and faculty to the symposium and luncheon and increasing visibility for the important contributions of graduate students in mentoring undergraduate students in scholarship and research. 

Guidelines and a nomination form (http://www.wm.edu/as/graduate/gradadvisoryboard/undergradmentor/index.php) are available for undergraduate students and faculty, who are invited to nominate current graduate students.  The deadline is January 31, 2012, for receipt of a complete nomination consisting of a nomination form from a current or past W&M undergraduate student AND a second nomination form from a current or past W&M faculty member.  

A&S GRADUATE STUDENT RESEARCH GRANTS.  A&S Graduate students are encouraged to apply for support [maximum of $300] from the Office of Graduate Studies and Research (OGSR) that will allow them to collect data at museums or archives, conduct research, and travel to field work sites. The purpose of the support is to enhance the graduate students’ professional preparation.  Not all applicants will receive funding or full funding; therefore, students are encouraged to apply for additional aid or matching funds from other sources and to indicate this information on their applications.  Such information will be viewed favorably in the evaluation process.  Funding will be limited to direct research related activities. Eligibility:  Any graduate student actively enrolled in a graduate program of Arts & Sciences, and who is in good academic standing may apply.  Students who have previously received a Graduate Student Research Grant from the OGSR are eligible to apply, but applications from students who have received fewer OGSR Graduate Student Research Grants recently will be given higher funding priority. In 2010-11, 48 students received A&S Graduate Student Research Grants with an average award of approximately $285.
2011-2012 GRADUATE STUDENT RESEARCH GRANTS Application Procedure: There will be three opportunities to apply (one in October, one in February and one in April). Applications for Spring 2012 must be received in the Office of Graduate Studies and Research by 4:00 p.m. on February 17, 2012, and will cover expenses incurred January 1 through April 15, 2012.  Late applications will not be accepted.  Applications must be signed by the student’s faculty advisor, and must also include a signed Institutional Compliance Form. Important Information on W&M Health Care and Insurance Eligibility for 2011-2012 

W&M Student Health Center eligibility for 2011-2012

1. All students who are registered full-time or with Research Graduate status are eligible for use of all services offered at the W&M Student Health Center (SHC) with payment of the appropriate fees.  Services offered at the SHC include a variety of primary care medical services (including laboratory testing) and pharmacy services. Students must meet the Student Health Center eligibility requirements each semester.

2. Full-time students are assessed a Student Health Center fee as part of their tuition and fees during the fall and spring semesters.

3. Research Graduate students will need to make arrangements for the payment of the Student Health Center fee before accessing services during the fall and spring semesters.

4. Full-time or Research Graduate statuses in the spring semester qualify students for use of the Student Health Center in the summer, with payment of the summer Student Health Center fee, unless the student graduates in May.

5. Part-time or continuous enrollment students are not eligible for services at the Student Health Center.

6. Students who have the College’s Student Insurance Plan but who are no longer eligible to use the services of the Student Health Center due to a change in student status (part-time, continuous enrollment or graduation), may still use the pharmacy services but may not use the medical services at the SHC.

W&M Student Insurance eligibility for 2011-2012

(1) As explained in previous editions of this newsletter, students who are registered full-time or with Research Graduate status in the Fall semester and who specifically requested to be enrolled in the “Annual” coverage (NOT “Annual in Installments”) will continue to be eligible for and enrolled in the College’s Student Insurance Plan even if they become part-time or continuous enrollment students in the Spring semester, because the Annual coverage begins on 8/1 and concludes on 7/31. Note that such insured part-time or continuous enrollment students continue to be eligible for pharmacy services but not medical services at the W&M Student Health Center once they fall below full-time status or are no longer registered with Research Graduate status.

(2) All students who are registered full-time or with Research Graduate status are also eligible to enroll in the College’s Student Insurance Plan. Students must meet the Student Health Center and Insurance eligibility requirements each semester. Full-time or Research Graduate students admitted to the College (or their academic program) for Fall 2006 or later, and all F-1 and J-1 international students, WILL BE ENROLLED in the Student Insurance each semester and the cost will be billed to their student account in two installments (fall and spring semester) UNLESS proof of other adequate health insurance is furnished by submitting an approved Waiver Request each academic year before the posted deadline.

(3) There is an option for up to six months of “Continuation coverage” at $298/month for students who have been insured on the College’s Student Insurance Plan for at least 90 days but who no longer meet the eligibility requirements, for example: (a) students who are full-time or Research Graduate students, are enrolled in the Fall coverage only or were billed for the Annual coverage in installments (i.e., billed each semester), and then become part-time or continuous enrollment students in the Spring semester, or (b) students who are full-time or Research Graduate students in the Fall semester, are enrolled in the Fall only coverage, and graduate in January. The application and premium payment for Continuation coverage must be submitted directly with the insurance company using a mail-in enrollment form (no online enrollment available) and cannot be billed to the student account, unlike the premium for the regular student policy.

(4) The one-year term Student Insurance policy ends each year on 7/31, so eligible students who have active Spring/Summer coverage continue to be eligible for and enrolled in the Student Insurance Plan during the summer even if they graduate in May and/or are not registered during the summer.  Note: Insured students who graduate in May are eligible until 7/31 for pharmacy services but not medical services at the W&M Student Health Center after they graduate.

The Langley Aerospace Research Summer Scholars (LARSS) Program is managed for NASA by the Virginia Space Grant Consortium (VSGC) under the auspices of the National Institute of Aerospace (NIA). The LARSS Program provides paid internship opportunities year round for eligible students during spring, summer, or fall sessions. Participants gain exciting hands-on research experience while working side-by-side with NASA’s finest scientists and engineers who serve as mentors at NASA Langley Research Center.  NASA LaRC invites rising undergraduate juniors and seniors, and graduate students who are pursuing degrees in science, technology, engineering (most fields, particularly aeronautical, electrical, chemical, and mechanical), mathematics, materials science, atmospheric science and other aerospace-related fields, as well as other majors that lend support to NASA’s mission in special project areas such as accounting, business, public administration, English, journalism, history, photography and media arts to apply for the LARSS program. Females and students from underrepresented groups are encouraged to apply. LARSS Program hosts more than 150 students each year through its spring, summer, and fall internships. Note that the summer is a 10-week session, while the spring and fall are 15-week sessions.  Application Deadlines (February 1, 2012 for 2012 Summer Session). 2012 Thomas R. Pickering Foreign Affairs & Graduate Foreign Affairs Fellowships. The Thomas R. Pickering Graduate Foreign Affairs Fellowship Program provides funding to participants as they are prepared academically and professionally to enter the United States Department of State Foreign Service. Women, members of minority groups historically underrepresented in the Foreign Service, and students with financial need are encouraged to apply. The goal of the Fellowship Program is to attract outstanding students who enroll in two-year master's degree programs in public policy, international affairs, public administration, or academic fields such as business, economics, political science, sociology, management or foreign languages, who represent all ethnic, racial and social backgrounds and who have an interest in pursuing a Foreign Service career in the U.S. Department of State. The program develops a source of trained men and women who will represent the skill needs of the Department and who are dedicated to representing America's interests abroad. Explorers Club Washington Group, Student Grant. The Explorers Club Washington Group’s Exploration and Field Research Grants Program was established to encourage young men and women to add to the body of knowledge of the earth, its people and the universe through exploration and field research. Examples of disciplines appropriate for support are anthropology, archaeology, ecology, entomology, botany, linguistics, ornithology, geography, ichthyology, geology, oceanography, glaciology, and similar disciplines.

Grants are available to graduate students who are enrolled in a college or university in the local area (Washington, DC; Virginia; West Virginia; Maryland) and who are under the supervision of a qualified scientist or educator. The activity may occur anywhere in the world. It should be emphasized that that those expeditions supported will be for scientific purposes, in accordance with the Explorers Club’s stated objective, “to broaden our knowledge of the universe”.  The grants are intended to provide supplemental funds to support fieldwork or closely related endeavors, and generally range from one to several thousand dollars. While the awards are small, former grantees have successfully used their awards to collect preliminary data leading to other awards or to augment support for items not covered elsewhere. Allowable items include travel to specialized facilities or field research locations, purchase of supplies, rental of field or research facilities, and similar items. Funds may not be used for stipends, tuition, textbooks, journals, language training, allowances for dependents, travel to scientific meetings, publication costs, reproduction, or indirect costs. Grantees must submit a report of the activity and a statement of expenses within ninety days after the expiration of the grant. Publications based on work supported entirely or in part by the ECWG should credit the Explorers Club Washington Group’s Exploration and Field Research Grants Program. Copies of the publications resulting from the project should be forwarded to the Explorers Club Washington Group. A letter of agreement to these terms between the ECWG and the recipient must be signed prior to the award.  Applications must be received using Explorers Club Washington Group’s standard forms, available in this package. Forms may be submitted by mail or email and must be received by February 1, 2012.  Incomplete applications, applications not using the standard forms, or applications received after this date will not be considered. Awards will be announced by March 15, 2012. AT&T LABS FELLOWSHIP.  The AT&T Labs Fellowship Program (ALFP) offers three-year fellowships to outstanding under-represented minority and women students pursuing PhD studies in computing and communications-related fields, specifically, in computer science, math, statistics, electrical engineering, operations research, systems engineering, industrial engineering, or a related field. AFLP fellows are partnered with a technical staff member to serve as their mentor for the duration of the program. The program emphasizes personal interaction between the ALFP fellow and their mentor. For the typical recipient, this personal interaction with a mentor is often the most important component of the program. AT&T Labs has research locations in Florham Park and Middletown, New Jersey. Fellowship applications must be submitted and all supporting materials must be received by January 31, 2012. CONGRESSIONAL RESEARCH AWARDS. The Dirksen Congressional Center invites applications for grants to fund research on congressional leadership and the U.S. Congress. The Center, named for the late Senate Minority Leader Everett M. Dirksen, is a private, nonpartisan, nonprofit research and educational organization devoted to the study of Congress and its leaders. Applications are accepted at any time, but the deadline is March 1, 2012 for the annual selections, which are announced in April. A total of up to $35,000 will be available in 2012. The competition is open to individuals with a serious interest in studying Congress. Political scientists, historians, biographers, scholars of public administration or American studies, and journalists are among those eligible. The Center encourages graduate students who have successfully defended their dissertation prospectus to apply and awards a significant portion of the funds for dissertation research. VIRGINIA HISTORICAL SOCIETY RESEARCH FELLOWSHIPS. To promote the interpretation of Virginia history and access to its collections, the Virginia Historical Society, funded by a matching grant from the Andrew W. Mellon Foundation and gifts from individuals, offers fellowships of up to three weeks a year. For the purpose of this program, a week is defined as five days in the VHS library, which is open 10-5, Tuesday through Saturday. There are three general categories of fellowships. Andrew W. Mellon Research Fellowships cover the broad sweep of Virginia and American history, for example, supporting research on political, constitutional, religious, African American, military, and social issues. Two other categories focus on more specific topics. The Betty Sams Christian Fellowships in business history cover studies in economic history, trade, industrial and commercial subjects, and labor relations. The Frances Lewis Fellowships in Gender and Women's Studies support work in gender roles and the history of women. We confer fellowships on the basis of the applicants' scholarly qualifications, the merits of their proposals, and the appropriateness of their topics, as demonstrated by citation to specific sources in our collections. Applicants whose research promises to result in significant publication, including the Virginia Magazine of History and Biography, will receive primary consideration. We award a few grants ($150 per week) for mileage to commuting researchers who live outside that area. The majority of awards ($500 per week) go to those who live farther away and incur greater expenses. We welcome applications from doctoral candidates. Undergraduates, master's students, and graduate students not yet admitted to Ph.D. candidacy are not eligible. The deadline for applications to be received by the VHS is 1 February 2012; awards will be announced by 15 March 2012. The NASA Graduate Student Researchers Program (GSRP) is an Agency-wide fellowship program (also called GSRP Training Grants) for graduate study leading to masters or doctoral degrees in the fields of science, mathematics, and engineering related to NASA research and development. In 2012, NASA is expanding GSRP to include students that are interested in becoming teachers or education administrators. This twelve month award requires students to participate in a 10 week NASA Center or HQ-based research experience at the NASA Center/HQ extending the GSRP Fellowship award. The National Research Council of the National Academies sponsors a number of awards for graduate, postdoctoral and senior researchers at federal laboratories and affiliated institutions. These awards include generous stipends ranging from $42,000 - $75,000 per year for recent Ph.D. recipients, and higher for additional experience and graduate entry level stipends beginning at $30,000 and higher for additional experience.
