All majors in Women's Studies must complete the major computing requirement. This can be done in one of three ways:
· Successful completion of WMST 375 (Feminist Research Methods)

· Successful completion of a course which meets the major computing requirement in another department
· Successful completion of Computer Science 131
· Successful completion of a task which develops relevant computing skills in a course of the student’s choosing and with the permission of the instructor. [The task should show evidence of research using computing resources and techniques, for example an annotated bibliography of sources compiled using online databases, or a brief report identifying and evaluating websites, electronic texts, or other materials available online.] 

Check the Undergraduate Course Catalog for specific information on other departments. Computing proficiency credits are not counted in the WMST major's 32 hours or QPA, unless you are using WMST 375 to fulfill the requirement.

If you choose to satisfy the requirement by completing a task which develops relevant computing skills in a course that does not normally satisfy the requirement, you must request special permission from the WMST Curriculum Committee using the attached form. The form must be submitted to the Committee by the end of Add/Drop in the semester during which you are taking the course.
