GUIDELINES (per the Senior Citizen’s Higher Education Act of 1974, Code of VA 23-38.54-60)

Eligibility terms: Senior must:

A) Be at least age 60 before the beginning of the semester

B) Have had legal domicile in the Commonwealth of Virginia for at least one year before the first day of classes

C) Have a taxable individual income not exceeding $15,000 for Virginia income tax purposes for the preceding year in order to be exempt from
tuition on credit-bearing classes. Audited classes (no credit) are tuition-free for all seniors domiciled in VA.

D) May enroll in no more than three courses in a given semester with a tuition waiver

E) May be admitted to a course only on a space-available basis after all tuition-paying students have been accommodated, unless completed 75% of
degree requirements necessary for a degree. In general, this means that this form will be processed on or after the first day of classes.

INSTRUCTIONS

1. Complete the Student Information portion of this form and the Application for VA In-state Tuition form. Per § 23-2.2:1 of the Code of Virginia and the
regulations thereunder, every institution of higher education located in Virginia is required to provide to the State Police the name, address, and other
directory information of each student who enrolls with the institution. The intent of this law is to ensure compliance with the requirement under Virginia
law for certain individuals to register with local law enforcement.
