motels, staying with others due to loss of housing or economic hardship and unsheltered (staying in cars, parks, public
spaces, abandoned buildings, substandard housing, etc.)

• Youth: applicants who are under the age of 24 and are unaccompanied and homeless or self-supporting and at risk of
being homeless, can qualify for a homeless youth determination

o Self-supporting: pays all living expenses, including fixed, regular, and adequate housing
o At risk of being homeless: student’s housing may cease to be fixed, regular, and adequate

• A McKinney-Vento School District Liaison
• A director/designee of a HUD-funded shelter
• A director/designee of a RHYA-funded shelter
• A director/designee of a project supported by federal TRIO or GEAR UP program grant
• Financial Aid Administrator (FAA) that has documented your circumstances in 2026 - 2027 or prior year 2025 - 2026.

• Correct the information on your FAFSA and provide your parent(s) financial information.
• You and at least one parent must sign the FAFSA with their FSA ID and submit it to the federal processor.
