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Stabilizers for PVC.  This invention describes a novel organic thiol stabilizer for PVC and other halogenated polymers.  
Summary

Dr. Starnes has developed a novel thiol ester stabilizer for rigid and flexible PVC.  A previous invention (W&M 0004) describes numerous other thiol stabilizers.  The compound of the present invention is a highly effective stabilizer for PVC, significantly more effective than other structurally similar compounds.  Perhaps more importantly, this novel stabilizer can be produced inexpensively via a simple condensation reaction between two commodity chemicals (each of which is available for about $2/lb).  The resulting stabilizer can be used to replace hazardous heavy metal compounds currently used to stabilize PVC.  
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
