The Constitution of the Men’s Basketball Club at the College of William and Mary

Article 1: Name


This organization will be know as the Basketball Club at the College of William and Mary

Article 2: Purpose 


The purpose of this organization will be to provide a community and an organizational authority for those students, faculty and staff interested in playing the game of basketball.  The organization will structure practices and other activities, which will enhance the knowledge and satisfaction of its members.  Finally, the highest priority of the organization will be to represent the College of William and Mary honorably in all its activities.

Article 3: Membership


Membership will be open to all students, faculty and staff of the William and Mary Community, however only students will be able to hold office.  To remain a voting member one will have to pay all dues as stated in Article 8. Failure to pay dues will result in loss of membership status and may result in the member being asked to leave club meetings until the dues are paid.  Members will not be permitted to participate until they have provided the organization with the designated release form and insurance information in accordance with Recreational Sports policy.

Article 4: Officers


The officers of this organization will be President, Vice President, Activities Coordinator and Treasurer. The cabinet will create other offices as needed.  The Cabinet will be comprised of the above-mentioned officers.  Only currently enrolled students at the College of William and Mary may hold office.  


The duties of the President will be to preside over club meetings, attend all Recreational Sports meetings or arrange a proxy, delegate authority within the club, maintain a club member roster and email list, promote fund-raising events, approve the club’s budget and spending patterns, generate any needed adjustments to the club constitution, insure club compliance with rules and regulations of William and Mary Recreational Sports, insure all appropriate forms and paperwork are filled out correctly and turned in on time, collaborate with the club sponsor, promote the general welfare of the club and attend to any other duties specified by the Recreational Sports Club Program Guide.

 
The duties of the Vice President will be to preside over meetings and business in the President’s absence, assist the President with his duties, check the club mailbox at least weekly, overseeing the maintenance of a club website or delegating the responsibility thereof and attend to any other duties specified by the Recreational Sports Club Program Guide.


The duties of the Activities Coordinator will be to organize all activities outside of regular meetings including, but not limited to rolling sessions and guest speakers, handle club correspondence, develop and circulate publicity regarding club activities and attend to any duties delegated by the President to assist him as well as the Vice President in their responsibilities.


The duties of the Treasurer will be to handle all monetary transactions in conjunction with Recreational Sports, prepare with the President the annual budget request in December, maintain all appropriate records of club financial activity while keeping all receipts, organize the collection of dues, keep track of and inspect all club equipment, aid in any fundraising activities, prepare all reimbursement, payment and equipment requests, manage the club bank account and attend to any other duties specified by the Recreational Sports Club Program Guide.


All officers will be responsible for maintaining the safety of the equipment and for monitoring the safe behavior of participants.

Article 5: Elections


Elections will be held on a yearly basis during the last meeting of the spring semester.  Only those dues paying members present at the election may vote.  The term of office for all positions will be one year.  Elections will be held by secret ballot and a simple majority will be required to win.  Should an official position become vacant during the term of office, nominations and an election will be held immediately to fill that position.  Transfer of positions shall be completed by the first meeting of the fall semester.


If the organization feels that an officer is not fulfilling his duties, a special meeting may be called by any officer to impeach the officer in question.  An attendance of at least fifty percent of the club’s voting members must be present or the meeting will be rescheduled.  The officer will be informed of the reasons for dissatisfaction with his work, and members will then vote by secret ballot on the issue.  A two-thirds majority of those present will be required to remove the officer from duty.  In the event that the officer is removed, a replacement officer will be elected.  The new officer’s term will be equal to the length of time remaining of the removed officer’s term.  


The vote of an officer will be equal in weight to that of each member.  The President may break tie votes on general issues.

Article 6: Committees


There will be no standing committees, although the President may request that a member or group of members voluntarily attend to a particular issue.

Article 7: Meetings 


The organization will hold at least one regular meeting per month as a minimum requirement, with the option to meet more often if deemed necessary and possible.

Article 8: Dues 


Regular membership dues will be determined each semester by the Cabinet based upon need of funds, fundraising opportunities and general member input.  A member will be allowed to participate in no more than two meetings at the beginning of each semester without having paid dues.  It will ultimately be the responsibility of the Treasurer to collect dues, though any officer may collect dues and give them to the Treasurer should he be absent when dues are paid.

Article 9: Amendments


Any voting member of the organization may propose amendments to this constitution at any time during the semester.  Amendment requests must be submitted in writing to any officer.  Amendment requests will be brought before the organization and discussed among all members in detail at the following meeting.  A unanimous vote of the Cabinet shall be required to adopt an amendment to this constitution, following a majority vote from a fifty percent of voting members.  

Article 10: Ratification

The constitution of the Basketball Club at the College of William and Mary was ratified on this day, February 11, 2007.
