The Constitution of the 

William and Mary Fencing Club

Article I:  NAME


The name of this organization shall be the William and Mary Fencing Club.

Article II:  PURPOSE


The purpose of this organization shall be to promote the sport of fencing by teaching its members to compete in that sport.  Further, to represent the College of William and Mary honorably in all of its activities.

Article III:  MEMBERSHIP


Membership shall be open to all those students, graduate students, alumni, administrators, and faculty within the affiliation of the College of William and Mary.

Article IV:  OFFICERS


The officers of this organization shall be president, vice-president, secretary, and treasurer.  Other officers may be created by the Governing Board as needed.  The Governing Board shall be comprised of the above mentioned officers as well as the captain.  Only currently enrolled undergraduate students at the College of William and Mary may hold office or the position of captain.

Article V:  DUTIES OF THE OFFICERS AND CAPTAIN


Section 1:  The President shall:

a) preside over all meetings of this organization with the exception of practices.

b) schedule all meets and competitions as well as secure the necessary means of transportation and housing accommodations.

c) make sure all officers are effectively performing their duties.

Section 2:  The Vice-President shall:

a) act as president in case of absence of the president.

b) serve as a liaison to the Recreational Sports Department.

c) be responsible for the equipment of the organization.

Section 3:  The Secretary shall:

a) maintain the roster.

b) inform members of all practices, meetings, and competitions.

Section 4:  The Treasurer shall:

a) keep record of all of the club's financial transactions and budget.

b) order equipment for the club and its members.

Section 5:  The Captain shall:

a) run all practices.

Section 6:  The Governing Board shall:

a) institute any additional offices that may be needed.

b) appoint members of the club to these new offices.

c) Govern the club, giving it direction in policies and goals.

d) Select the starting lineup for any meets or competitions.

Article VI:  
ELECTIONS AND APPOINTMENTS


Section 1:  Election of the officers shall take place at the end of Fall semester.


Section 2:  A majority of votes from those present shall elect those officers.


Section 3:  The Captain shall be nominated at the end of the academic year by the 
Governing Board and approved by a majority vote of the membership.  The 

Captain's term of office will run from the first practice of the Fall semester through the end of the academic year.

Section 4:  A member may hold an office as well as the position of Captain concurrently.

Section 5:  Any other appointments made by the Governing Board must be approved through a majority vote of the membership.

Article VII:  MEETINGS


Regular and special meetings shall be called and scheduled by the Governing Board.  Quorum for these meetings will constitute twenty-five percent (25%) of the membership.

Article VIII:  DUES


Section 1:  Dues shall be paid by each member of the organization each semester.


Section 2:  The amount to be paid shall be decided by the Governing Board and voted on by the membership (majority vote will decide).

Article IX:  ATTENDANCE

Section 1:  As a guideline, attendance at a minimum of three (3) practices per week shall be required to be considered for a position in the lineup for meets and competitions.  However, the Governing Board shall have discretionary power over the lineup.

Section 2:  Officers must attend all meetings and are required to attempt to attend a minimum of two (two) practices per week.  If an officer is unable to attend the minimum of two practices per week, that officer must obtain an excuse or inform the club President or Captain.

Section 3:  The Captain must attend all meetings and is required to attend a minimum of three (3) practices per week.

Article X:  COACHING


The club may hire a coach subsequent to the approval of the Recreational Sports Department.

Article XI:  AMENDMENTS


Section 1:  Amendments to this constitution may be submitted by any member of this club.  Such amendments shall be submitted in writing to any member of the Governing Board.


Section 2:  Such proposed amendments shall be voted on at the next meeting.


Section 3:  A 2/3 majority of the membership shall be necessary for the adoption of the amendments to this constitution.

Article XII: RATIFICATION


This constitution shall become effective upon ratification by a unanimous vote of the membership and by approval by the Associate Dean of Student Affairs.
